
There was a special meeting of the Flemingsburg City Council Tuesday, April 27, 2010 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Annex.  Council members present were Ricky Hurst, Marty Voiers, Scott Manning, Georgianna Sparks, Meredith Story, and Van Alexander.  Mayor Louie Flanery presided.


Councilman Manning led the Pledge of Allegiance.


Eric Clark addressed Council requesting use of the City Park ball field for men’s softball tournaments.  Clark stated that he and other local men were members of a Class E traveling softball team that is sanctioned by the National Softball Association.  They are working towards participating in the Softball World Series and plan to raise money for their expenses through the tournament entry fees.  There are no longer any ball fields available at the Recreation Park for men’s softball.  Clark stated their only other options were ball fields at Maysville and Morehead.  Holding the tournaments in Flemingsburg would bring people into our community.  Clark said the team had the equipment and manpower to work on the ball field and maintain it.  He also offered to make repairs to the fence and possibly put up a net.  The team would post signs saying “not responsible for accidents” and tape off the parking area restricting parking to the area in front of and beside City Hall.  City Attorney Tom MacDonald expressed concern about liability insurance coverage.   City Clerk Joy Roark will check with Carpenter Insurance.  Council had no objection to the team’s use of the field provided the tournaments would be covered by the City’s insurance.


Mayor Flanery reported that the Fiscal Court had met regarding a liner for the swimming pool at the Recreation Park.  Per minutes of the Fiscal Court meeting the liner would cost $23,500 and the Court agreed to pay half the cost if the City would pay the other half.  If not, then the pool would be closed.   Mayor Flanery stated that the price had been negotiated down to $20,000.  The pool lost around $9,000 last year per Councilman Hurst.  Councilman Voiers stated that the pool has a history of losing money, but lost more last year due to the economy.  If the pool is closed, the grant funds that paid for the pool initially will have to be paid back unless the pool is replaced with another recreational facility.  

Councilman Story noted that the City did not pay $7,000 of their annual contribution in 2000 and paid nothing in 2001.  He had no problem with making a one time catch-up payment to help the Rec. Board with this expense.  Several years ago it was determined that the City would pay one-third and the Fiscal Court would pay two-thirds of the annual budgeted amount for the Rec. Park.  This was based on the ratio of City residents to County residents.  It was noted that this breakdown was very generous on the City’s part because the number of City residents is far less than one third of the county’s total population.  Councilman Story felt it would be unfair to City residents for the City to pay half of the liner cost since they pay both City and County taxes.  

Council felt the Rec. Board should be accountable to the City and give financial reports at least quarterly.  It was also noted that the City would need the Rec. Board’s budget for the upcoming year so that the City could budget their contribution accordingly.  Councilman Story moved to approve payment of $6,700 (approximately one third of $20,000) toward the costs of the Linex plus an additional one-time contribution of $5,000 contingent on the Rec. Board providing a copy of their current financial statement and a copy of their budget for the upcoming year.  Councilwoman Sparks seconded the motion.  Council voted as follows:  Hurst-yes, Voiers-yes, Manning-yes, Sparks-yes, Story-yes, Alexander-yes.  Motion carried.

City Clerk Joy Roark presented quotes for the City’s health insurance renewal.  The current plan with United Healthcare increased 11%, but was still nearly half the cost of quotes presented by Humana, Bluegrass Family Health, Anthem (discounted through KY Chamber of Commerce) and Anthem (discounted through KLC).  Councilman Voiers moved to approve renewal of the City’s current plan through United Healthcare and reduce the City’s contribution on additional coverage for children, spouses, and families to 15%.  The City will continue to pay 100% of the single coverage.  Councilman Hurst seconded the motion.  Council voted as follows:  Hurst-yes, Voiers-yes, Manning-yes, Sparks-yes, Story-yes, Alexander-yes.  Motion carried.

There being no further business Councilman Manning moved to adjourn at 6:30 p.m.  Councilwoman Sparks seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
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
