
There was a Public Hearing March 24, 2010 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Annex.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss new flood plain mandates affecting city residents.  Council members attending were Ricky Hurst, Marty Voiers, Scott Manning, Georgianna Sparks, Meredith Story, and Van Alexander.  Also attending were City Attorney Tom MacDonald, Codes Enforcement Officer Ben Moran, City Clerk Joy Roark and Chris Hart with the Division of Water.  Mayor Louie Flanery presided. 

Chris Hart addressed council regarding the new flood plain mandates.  Hart stated that property owners would receive notification if their property is included in the flood plain.  When the new maps were drawn up 20 properties were removed from the flood plain and 10 were added.  Property owners have 3 options: (1) have their property surveyed to determine whether it should be included in the flood plain; (2) buy flood plain insurance within the grace period; or (3) if it is determined that the property is not in the flood plain they can ask FEMA for a letter stating that fact.  Training will be provided in Frankfort this year.  Hart instructed Codes Enforcement Officer Ben Moran to do the best he could to enforce the ordinance and contact his office regarding any compliance issues.  It is the property owner’s responsibility to verify whether their property is in the flood plain.  

Mayor Flanery called a special meeting of the City Council to order at 6:20 p.m. following the public hearing.  Councilman Alexander led the Pledge of Allegiance.  City Clerk Joy Roark presented the seconded reading of Ordinance No. 3-10-4 regarding the Flood Plain Mandates.  Tom MacDonald stated that a copy of the ordinance would be sent to Frankfort.  Permit fees will be set by another ordinance.  Councilwoman Sparks moved to approve.  Councilman Alexander seconded the motion.  A roll call was taken with Council voting as follows:  Hurst – yes, Voiers – yes, Manning – yes, Sparks – yes, Story – yes, Alexander – yes.  Motion carried.

This being a special meeting with no other business on the agenda Councilman Manning moved to adjourn at 6:30 p.m.  Councilwoman Sparks seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
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
