
There was a regular meeting of the Flemingsburg City Council Monday, June 14, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the City Annex.  Council members present were Ricky Hurst, Scott Manning, Georgianna Sparks, Meredith Story, and Van Alexander.  Councilman Voiers was absent.  Mayor Louie Flanery presided.

Councilman Alexander led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Minutes of the May 10th, May 13th and May 19th meetings were presented for review.  City Attorney Tom MacDonald noted an error on page three, paragraph five, line two of the May 10th minutes.  The following correction was made: “Tom MacDonald reported that Tommy Carpenter should have paperwork completed for more resolutions on past ordinances regarding annexations by the next regular meeting.”  Councilman Alexander moved to approve with the noted correction.  Councilman Manning seconded the motion.  All were in favor. 

City Clerk Joy Roark presented the second reading of Ordinance No. 6-10-1 regarding the general fund budget for fiscal year 2010-2011.  Councilman Hurst moved to approve.  Councilwoman Sparks seconded the motion.  Councilman Story presented a brief overview of both the general fund and proprietary fund.  A roll call was given with council voting as follows:  Hurst-yes, Manning –yes, Sparks –yes, Story –yes, Alexander-yes.  Motion carried.

City Clerk Joy Roark presented the second reading of Ordinance No. 6-10-2 regarding the proprietary fund budget for fiscal year 2010-2011.  Councilman Manning moved to approve.  Councilman Alexander seconded the motion.  A roll call was given with council voting as follows:  Hurst-yes, Manning –yes, Sparks –yes, Story –yes, Alexander-yes.  Motion carried.

The following surplus property was presented:  the lift and box bed from the 2004 sludge truck, the 1987 Ford sludge truck (vin# 3183), and a 1999 Chevy police cruiser.   Mayor Flanery suggested the City advertise for bids on these items and also try to sale them at Chuck Marshall’s auction to see which way they would bring the most money.  Councilman Story moved to approve the mayor’s recommendation.  Councilman Manning seconded the motion.  Council voted as follows:  Hurst-yes, Manning –yes, Sparks –yes, Story –yes, Alexander-yes.  Motion carried.


A meeting of the Buildings and Grounds Committee was set for Tuesday, June 15, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. in the City Annex.

Councilman Story reported that the Finance Committee met once in May to review the proposed budget for 2011.

Councilwoman Sparks reported that Rob and Teresa Conway had donated a set of monkey bars for the City Park.  The new slide has arrived and is ready to be installed.  The flag and pole have also arrived.

Chief Sergent reported that the Safety Committee was unable to meet due to illness, but all had agreed that the dog ordinance needed to be addressed.

Joy Roark reported that the auditors would begin preliminary work on the annual audit the last week of June.

Codes Enforcement Officer Ben Moran reported a vacancy on the planning commission and asked for recommendations.

Police Chief Randy Sergent reported that a Ford Explorer with 4-wheel drive could be purchased for $2,200 more than a Crown Vic.  This type vehicle would be very useful getting around during the winter months and patrolling around the reservoir.  Paul Miller Ford has the state contract, but doesn’t have any police vehicles in stock.  A police equipped vehicle would have to be ordered new.

Sergent reviewed the Kentucky Homeland Security grant application for approximately $3,000.  A resolution approving the application would be needed by July 1st.   Funds would be used for a patrol rifle and a sniper rifle.  If the grant is awarded, Officer Tim Smith will be sent to the FBI center near Washington, DC for training.  Sergent also reported that he would be submitting another grant application for a new officer.  The national average is three officers per 1,000 people.  Flemingsburg’s average is 2.2 officers.  

Sergent reported that federal regulations require their radio communication system to change to narrow band by December 2011.  He is checking on costs.

Public Works Superintendent Dennis Masters reported two complaints of people walking their dogs at the city park and not cleaning up after their dogs.  Mayor Flanery said the park should be posted regarding clean up of animal waste.  Masters stated that blacktopping should be done in the next couple of weeks.  Mayor Flanery is working on a design for the parking lot on East Water St. (formerly Harmon’s pool hall lot).

Utilities Superintendent Joe Dunaway reported that his department had finished flushing hydrants and all had been flow tested.  He is working with the city attorney on an ordinance regarding obstruction to meters.  His department was way behind on mowing due to a lack of manpower.  Work continues on the downtown waterline project.  They’ve had lots of complaints about the construction tearing up the downtown.  People have been irate.  Dunaway stated it might be winter before the project is done and asked the public for patience.  Waterlines are being replaced that were first installed in 1938.  It will be worth it when the new lines are installed and the new sidewalks in place.

Waste Water Superintendent Dale Clary reported that the plant had been overloaded due to the rain.  The last two years they have experience record rainfall.

City Attorney Tom MacDonald reported that he was still working with Tommy Carpenter on the boundary resolutions.  He may have to go to Frankfort to straighten out errors on the boundary maps.  He is working with Ben Moran and Randy Sergent on codes enforcement issues and will try to have documents prepared for the next regular council meeting.

Councilman Story questioned the status of the lease on the Quality Appliance parking lot.  The mayor is working on this.  Story also asked about the billing procedures for properties with multiple units such as the Housing Authority.

Mayor Flanery said he is considering using pavers to replace the sidewalk from the corner of W. Water St. to Stockton Station Inn to match the sidewalk in front of the justice center.  Pavers costs a little more, but will work better if there is a water leak.  Funds have been applied for through CDBG for a new firehouse.  Kevin Cornette, with BTADD, is working on the application process.  A salary survey has to be done first.  If awarded, the funding would be 100% up to $500,000.

There being no further business Councilman Manning moved to adjourn at 7:45 p.m.  Councilman Alexander seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
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
