
[bookmark: _GoBack]There was a regular meeting of the Flemingsburg City Council Monday, July 12, 2010 in the City Annex at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present were Ricky Hurst, Marty Voiers, Scott Manning, Georgianna Sparks, Meredith Story, and Van Alexander.  Mayor Louie Flanery presided.

Councilman Story led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Minutes of the June 14th meeting were presented.  Councilman Alexander noted the following correction to surplus property on page 1, paragraph 5, line 2:  1999 Chevy Ford Crown Vic police cruiser.  Councilman Alexander moved to approve with the noted correction.  Councilman Manning seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Mayor Flanery recommended the bids on the lift gate and box bed be rejected.  Both items are in good shape and priced higher on the internet.  Public Works Superintendent Dennis Masters felt both vehicles received top bids.  Councilman Story moved to accept the high bid on the 1999 Crown Vic and the F800 truck and reject all bids on the box bed and lift gate.  Councilman Alexander seconded the motion.  Council voted as follows:  Hurst-yes, Voiers-yes, Manning-yes, Sparks-yes, Story-yes, Alexander-yes.  Motion carried.

Resolution 10-06-1 regarding a grant application for Homeland Security funds was presented.  Council was polled on June 23, 2010 for approval of the resolution.  Councilman Hurst moved to ratify.  Councilman Alexander seconded the motion.  Council voted as follows:  Hurst-yes, Voiers-yes, Manning-yes, Sparks-yes, Story-yes, Alexander-yes.  Motion carried.

Crystal Ruark, Fleming Co. Chamber Executive Director, presented her quarterly report.  Ruark asked permission to close the downtown streets for Swing on Main September 18th from 1:00p.m. until midnight.  Councilwoman Sparks moved to approve.  Councilman Hurst seconded the motion.  Council voted as follows:  Hurst-yes, Voiers-yes, Manning-yes, Sparks-yes, Story-yes, Alexander-yes.  Motion carried.

Ruark reported that the Tourism Committee was looking into putting a permanent structure at Goddard for the Covered Bridge Festival rather than renting a tent.  However, since the County purchased the land with grant funds, plans for a structure must be submitted to Frankfort for approval.  Any changes to the property must be reported to the State.  Being in a flood plain may also be an issue.

Steve Donovan reported that Governor Beshear is coming to Flemingsburg to kick off the expansion at A. Raymond Tinnerman Tuesday, July 13th.  Donovan also stated that there is an interested party in a lot at Industrial Park I.  He should know more details in a couple of weeks.  Donovan felt the Johnson Depot project would be cleared for the next phase soon.

Joy Roark reported that the Buildings and Grounds Committee had met and made a prioritized list of repairs needed to City properties.  John Cannon was hired to make the needed repairs.  Ben Moran stated that Cannon had repaired the roof on the park dug out and is working on the police station wall repairing water damage, patching holes in the apartments, working on water leaks at the police station and garage, and getting the E. Water St. parking lot ready for concrete curbs.  Cannon will also be taking down two old slides at the city park and putting up the new slide and monkey bars.

A Finance Committee meeting was scheduled for Monday, July19th   at 5:30 p.m. in the city annex.

Councilman Voiers reported that the City had received approval for Recycling Grant funds through the Kentucky Pride Fund for $27,785.  The funds will be used to purchase a 16-foot Pro-Tilt Recycling Trailer and a Marathon V6030 HD Vertical Baler.  

City Clerk Joy Roark reported that the auditors began their fieldwork on the audit and would be working at City Hall the next three weeks.

Codes Enforcement Officer Ben Moran said the Board of Adjustments would be meeting to discuss Bill Weaver’s subdivision off of Elizaville Ave.  There is also a business interested in the former location of Cooper Homes.  The Planning Commission will be meeting to consider a cell phone tower locating in the Tilton area.  Moran stated that both boards still have vacancies.

Asst. Chief Falon Fugett reported that a Neighborhood Watch has been started on Crest Ave., Amanda Brook, High Ridge, and Highland Dr.  A meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, July 20th at 7:00 p.m. in the City Annex.  The Neighborhood Watch group for the Mills Ave. area will meet Tuesday, July 13th at 7:00 p.m. in the City Annex.  

Officer Ian Kelsch submitted his resignation.  Wednesday, July 14th, will be his last night.  He has accepted a position with the Bracken County Sheriff’s office.  Selected applicants will be given a written test Wednesday night and those who pass will take the p.t. test Tuesday night, July 20th.

Dennis masters reported that recycling is increasing.  The recyclable items could be cleaner.  

Councilman Voiers asked if there was any update on the billing issues where there are multiple units being billed on one account.  Mayor Flanery is stilling working on that.

Councilman Voiers asked if there had been any progress on the Regional Sewer Project.  Mayor Flanery said it is at a stand still.  He is still waiting on funding that came through for Hillsboro to be changed to the City plant for design costs.  Hillsboro had initially been awarded $625,000, but the engineers decided among themselves that the best use for those funds would be for design costs for the City plant.

City Attorney Tom MacDonald reported that he has a draft addressing meter obstructions prepared for the next meeting.  MacDonald stated that Tommy Carpenter is still working on maps of the City boundaries.  He received a call from the engineer working on the Industrial Park II easements and he should be receiving those soon.

Councilman Story asked if the Quality Appliance parking lot lease was going to be renewed.  Mayor Flanery said both he and the City Attorney had talked to the owner and he was agreeable, but requested that some language in the lease be changed.  Tom MacDonald is working on this.

Mayor Flanery reported on the Trails Project.  The City is trying to clear up the water in the old reservoir.  Grant funding for this project requires a professional design for the walk bridges, but the City can design the walking trail.

Steve Donovan reported that the school system took a long- term lease for the back 50 acres of Industrial Park II to use for agricultural purposes.  Donovan praised the young people in the Ag classes for their work there and also at the Rec. Park.  He also praised their teachers.  

Mayor Flanery commended the Rec. Park Board as well for improvements they have made to the park.  There is currently a vacancy on the Rec. Park board.  The City is looking for someone to fill that vacancy.

There being no further business, Councilman Manning moved to adjourn at 8:15 p.m.  Councilwoman Sparks seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
