
[bookmark: _GoBack]There was a regular meeting of the Flemingsburg City Council Monday, November 8, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the City Annex.  Council members present were Ricky Hurst, Marty Voiers, Scott Manning, Georgianna Sparks, Meredith Story, and Van Alexander.  Mayor Louie Flanery presided.

Councilman Story led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Minutes of the October 11th meeting were presented.  Councilman Manning moved to approve.  Councilman Hurst seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Jody Franklin, C.P.A., reviewed the annual audit for fiscal year ending June 30, 2010.  Franklin stated that the financial statements prepared by the City Clerk presented fairly, in all material respects, the financial position of the city.  The audit went well with no non-compliances found.  Franklin commented that a lot of time was devoted the cleaning up the Record of Assets and depreciation schedule.  City Clerk/Treasurer Joy Roark noted that historically assets had been lumped together without much description making the schedule difficult to follow and tie back to the financial statements.  The record of assets is better organized now making them easier to identify and the schedule totals tie back to the City’s financial statements.  Councilwoman Sparks moved to approve the audit report.  Councilman Story seconded the motion.  Council voted as follows:  Hurst-yes, Voiers-yes, Manning-yes, Sparks-yes, Story-yes, Alexander-yes.  Motion carried.

Fleming County Chamber Executive Director Crystal Ruark reported on recent activities.  The Friendship Parade will be Friday, December 3rd.  This year’s theme is ‘Old Fashioned Country Christmas’.  The Chamber office has moved to 165 W. Water St.  Ruark is hosting lunch for the Mayor, City Council, and City employees December 7th.

Steve Donovan, Economic Development Director, thanked those who attended the Toyo Seat presentation by the Governor.  Thirty-three new jobs were added.  Donovan reported that the School now has cattle on the land they leased in Industrial Park II.  The FFA has obtained grants to put in a regional agricultural center.  Donovan also reported that a lot of work had been done on the Nature Preserve near Browning’s Orchard and eleven miles of hiking trails have been cleared.

City Clerk Roark presented the second reading of Ordinance No. 11-10-1 amending the General Fund budget.  Councilwoman Sparks moved to approve.  Councilman Manning seconded the motion.  A roll call was given.  Council voted as follows:  Hurst-yes, Voiers-yes, Manning-yes, Sparks-yes, Story-yes, Alexander-yes.  Motion carried.

Mayor Flanery stated that the school system had inquired about recycling and asked Council to consider donating the old recycling trailer that had been declared as surplus.  The trailer needs a lot of work to be made road worthy and the FFA can do the work.  Councilman Story moved to rescind the motion making the recycling trailer surplus property.  Councilman Alexander seconded the motion.  Council voted as follows:  Hurst-yes, Voiers-yes, Manning-yes, Sparks-yes, Story-yes, Alexander-yes.  Motion carried.  Councilwoman Sparks moved to donate the trailer to the school for recycling.  Councilman Manning seconded the motion.  Council voted as follows:  Hurst-yes, Voiers-yes, Manning-yes, Sparks-yes, Story-yes, Alexander-yes.  Motion carried.

Doug Masters presented a bid of $125 for the snow plow.  It was the only bid received.  Mayor Flanery questioned if the amount of the bid was acceptable.  Public Works Superintendent Dennis Masters said the blade had been removed from an old truck and was worn out.   Mayor Flanery reported on items taken to Chuck Marshall’s auction that brought more money than the initial bids.  Marshall’s next sale will be Jan. 1, 2011.  His commission is 10%.  Councilman Manning moved to accept the bid of $125 from Doug Masters.  Councilman Story seconded the motion.  Council voted as follows:  Hurst-yes, Voiers-yes, Manning-yes, Sparks-yes, Story-yes, Alexander-yes.  Motion carried.  No bids were received on the cardboard bailer and salter.  These items will be added to the next surplus property list.

City Attorney Tom MacDonald reviewed Ordinance No. 12-10-1 regarding meter obstructions.  After a brief discussion it was recommended that further research be done and KRS and KAR general rules be checked.

There was no new business.

Councilman Story reported that he had attended the last meeting of the FC Rec. Board.  He wanted to let them know the City’s contribution is based on 1/3 of their budget.  It appears that the County calculated their contribution on the park’s old budget and is under paying.  The Board needs to address this with the County.  Story also noted that the County keeps $2,500 for miscellaneous repairs and $2,500 for administrative fees.

Codes Enforcement Officer Ben Moran reported on the finding of facts for the David Hunt property at 939 Foxspring Ave.  Councilman Hurst moved to approve a first reading of Ordinance No. 11-10-3 changing the zoning from R1 to R2 to allow Mr. Hunt to place a double wide on the property.  Councilman Alexander seconded the motion.  Council voted as follows:  Hurst-yes, Voiers-yes, Manning-yes, Sparks-yes, Story-yes, Alexander-yes.  Motion carried.

	A special meeting to hear second readings on zoning changes for the Hunt property, the McNeil property, and the North By-Pass property was scheduled for November 9th at 7:00 p.m.
 
Mayor Flanery reported on improvements to the new parking lot on E. Water St.  Councilman Alexander questioned if any action could be taken on the property joining the parking lot, which belongs to T.J. Flynn.  The building is an eyesore.  Mayor Flanery stated that he had talked to Mr. Flynn about this matter, but he is unable to fix the building at this time.  Ben Moran stated that the City could take action against Mr. Flynn, but it could involve demolition costs.

Clerk Roark had nothing to report other than the administrative reports that were included in the Council packet:  Balance Sheets and Income Statements for General Government, Community Development, and Proprietary Fund, debt schedule, record of cash reserves, and check registers for General Fund, Payroll, O & M, Revenue, Waste Water, and Water Works.  Also included in the Council packets were an agenda, minutes of the October 11th meeting, and departmental reports from the Police, Public Works, Utilities, and Waste Water.

Utilities Superintendent Joe Dunaway reported on progress on the waterline.  Dunaway also reported that the State Inspector had visited the water plant last week.  They received a positive report and it was forwarded to Frankfort, which might help with funding for improvements.  The RFQ was advertised in the Lexington Herald Leader and due before November 18th.  Councilman Story questioned the water tower maintenance program.  Dunaway stated that, due to the time of the year, he wasn’t comfortable painting the water towers, but needed maintenance would be done.

Tom MacDonald reported that he had met with Tommy Carpenter on the boundaries maps and should have another resolution ready by the next regular council meeting.

Police Chief Randy Sergent reported that one of the two vacancies in his department has been filled.  Police Officer Recruit Daniel Pollock will start the academy Nov. 29th.

There being no further business, Councilman Manning moved to adjourn at 8:25 p.m. Councilman Alexander seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
